The 3 “R's”
REDUCE - REUSE - RECYCLE

REDUCE:

Limit the amount of waste you dispose of by being conscious and AWARE of what happens with
the item after you use it. Think of buying a plastic water bottle and instead of buying another
one once you've finished drinking the liquid inside, refill the bottle with water again. The plastic
grocery bags can be used for iathroom trash bags. Each of these examp?es cut back the
amount of material in the waste stream.

REUSE:

ltems can be used for other things. One example is a peanut butter jar. After eating the
peanut butter, take a little time and rinse out the bottle. The bottle can be used for storing of
small items like bolts, nuts, paper clips, or anything else that will fit. Donate clothes that you
might have outgrown to charity.
